REQUIREMENTS

You need to be able to speak English to a reasonable standard, and be over 12 years old. There is no upper age limit, provided that you are physically able, and without disability or lasting illness. You should be able to swim, (weak swimmers wear personal buoyancy jackets at all times whilst undergoing training afloat). Where possible we try to give priority to tourists, and young people visiting parents for summer vacation. There are no written examinations.

In the event of attempted cancellations within the three months preceding a booked course start date, there will be no refund of course fees except in medical circumstances supported by a doctor’s authenticated certificate.

You are reminded that there is as yet no insurance cover in the TRNC, which would allow us to obtain personal liability insurance. Therefore, you are advised to obtain personal holiday insurance specifically to cover dinghy sailing instruction before you travel. On arrival you will be asked to provide evidence of cover, or to sign a liability indemnity certificate.

The Sail Training Team members have an accident free record of teaching over many years both in the UK, and overseas. The instruction given conforms as closely as possible to that provided on a UK National basis.
